The Fountaine Pajot Fidji 39 (1990) is a well-maintained and well-equipped cruising catamaran, ideal
for long voyages and comfortable living aboard. Currently owned by its third owners, this vessel has
traversed the Atlantic, the Caribbean, and French Polynesia.

Designed with a practical and spacious layout, it offers four double cabins, accommodating up to
eight people. The port hull features a forward double cabin, a shower with WC, and an aft double cabin
, While the starboard hull mirrors this setup but with a WC and washbasin instead of a full shower.

The large saloon and central galley in the nacelle provide a comfortable and social living space, with
easy access to the cockpit, which includes a table and two entry doors for convenience.

Powered by two Beta Marine 20 HP inboard engines with efficient fuel consumption of 1.5L/h per
engine, the starboard engine was rebuilt in 2015, ensuring reliability.

The sloop rigging was overhauled in 2023, and the boat comes with multiple sails, including a
mainsail, two genoas, a spinnaker, and a gennaker, making it well-suited for various wind conditions.

It is energy-efficient with 600W of solar panels, service and engine batteries, and LED lighting. For
self-sufficiency, the boat features 600L of fresh water storage, a gas stove and oven, a 12V fridge,
and a water heater.

With recent updates, including a new mainsail cover, new anchor chain, and fresh hull paint, this
Fidji 39 is ready for new adventures.

It is currently for sale due to family reasons, offering an excellent opportunity for sailors looking for a
reliable, ocean-ready catamaran.
