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1. Main sail repair. The sail itself is intact and working. But there are a few cracks in the corners of
the sail,  where they are strengthened. 

2. Replace the membranes on the watermaker. Both high and low pressure motors are running. 
3. Install the radio receiver, is available. 
4. Hatches. The porthole in the master cabin is leaking, both hatches are leaking in the aft cabin. the

seal needs to be replaced. 
5. Secure the hinges of the locker lids in the cockpit.
6. Adjust engine speed after major engine overhaul
